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First Thessalonians, written about 50 A.D., is considered by many stu-
dents of the Bible to be the oldest book in the New Testament. Thessa-
lonica, though ruled by Rome, was advanced in the Greek culture and 
politically important. With a variety of religions and gods to chose 
from, many turned to Christianity with the founding of the church by 
Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy during Paul’s second missionary journey.  
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A Bird’s Eye View of the Bible: What is it? Who wrote it? What in the 
world do we do with it? led by Byron Borger 
Do you ever wonder just what the Bible is? We say it is God’s Word, 
but what do we mean by that? How did we get the Bible, anyway, and 
why is some of it so confusing? Is there a main, consistent message, a 
solid plot line we can follow? And what do people mean when they talk 
about interpreting it? How do we know who’s right? 
If these have been your questions, no matter what amount of Bible 
knowledge you may have, you are invited to this fun introductory 
course.  It won’t answer all your questions, but it will offer some foun-
dational insights to guide you in your further study of the sacred Scrip-
tures.  
We are especially happy to offer this elective at a time when many of 
those who teach our children are available. We all can use a refresher 
on this topic, and we would be especially delighted to add your perspec-
tives to our conversation. Here’s the agenda: 
June 6  WEEK ONE:  What is the Bible?  God’s Story in a Library of 
Books - Most Christians agree that the Bible is not unlike Jesus Christ, 
fully human and fully divine at the same time. It is authoritative in the 
life of the church and reveals to us God’s ways, even as it was compiled 
by people over time. We’ll offer a bit from a Presbyterian Church 
(USA) document and try to find a balanced and faithful view of what 
the Bible is and its role in our lives. 
June 13  WEEK TWO  How was the Bible Written?  People, Places, 
Principles & Prayers - Anyone who has tried to read the Bible is struck 
by the particular places and people with funny sounding names who 
sometimes do some pretty odd stuff.  And one doesn’t have to believe 
the conspiracy theories of The Da Vinci Code to know that the Bible 
was compiled over time, with some documents chosen over oth-
ers.  Why was that?  Who did it?  When?   
June 20  WEEK THREE  Does this Story Make Sense? The Basic Plot-
lines of the Greatest Story Every Told - Even seasoned Bible readers 
sometimes may not know the basic story-line of the Bible, the chrono-
logical unfolding of the overall narrative. Like an on-going mini-series,

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there is a historical thread weaving through the ups and downs. Can we 
summarize 2000-plus years in 50 minutes?  Put on your seat belt! 
June 27  WEEK FOUR  What in the World Does That  Mean?  Getting 
the Meaning(s) of the Text Through Faithful Interpretation - There are 
at least two main principles we will teach to help you interpret 
well.  First, one must always consider the genre of literature under con-
sideration.  That is, a poem is to be considered differently than a piece 
of history or a law or a proverb, even though we believe all are God’s 
Word; and we do our study and imaginative interpretation in commu-
nity.  It isn’t a “free for all,” but it can get messy.  This is where it gets 
really fun.  Don’t miss it.

Summer Sunday School - “Growing in Faith” 
From June 13-July 25, all children Kindergarten through 
Grade 5 are invited to Summer Sunday School, where 
we will be hearing stories of people in the Bible who 
had faith in God and showed their faith in many differ-
ent ways. We also will invite guests from FPC to come 
and share their faith story with the children. The multi-age Sunday 
School Class will meet on the second floor of the education building. 
Join us for a time to hear about people in the Bible and people at FPC 
who have great faith in God! After the children hear the stories, they 
will have an opportunity to respond to the stories by creating an art pro-
ject with materials of their own choosing.

Something new is coming in the fall for  
Kindergarten - Grade 5 Sunday School! 

 
When you learn something, do you learn best through seeing 

something or hearing it? Do you learn best through sitting still or mov-
ing around? Research has shown that people learn many different ways. 
Aside from the usual way of learning through hearing and seeing 
things, many people learn through problem solving, movement, music, 
with other people, or by themselves. Research has also shown that in-
formation needs to be repeated for retention. Knowing this, the Chris-
tian education committee has decided to change the format of the Kin-
dergarten - Grade 5 Sunday School. Starting next fall, they will use a 
“rotation” model of Sunday School throughout the school year. In a 
nutshell, the “rotation” model of learning is presenting a Bible story for 
several weeks but in a different way each week. By allowing the chil-
dren to explore the story in a variety of ways, and by re-
peating the story for several weeks, it is our hope that the 
children will really understand and absorb the story. 

 This format opens up possibilities for many people 
to volunteer in the Sunday School. Do you love to make 
things? Then consider helping in the art room. Do you love music? 

Then consider sharing your talents in the music room. Do you 
love to tell stories or dramatize them? Maybe the drama room 
would be your choice. Also, there may be times when we will 
present the Bible story through cooking, puppets, nature, 
computers, science, or any number of ways! So, for next fall, 
we are looking for people who are willing to present the Bib-
lical story through all these different mediums. For those of 

you who would love to help in the Sunday School but do 
not want to teach, we need “shepherds” to guide the chil-
dren each week.

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Tutoring at the A.D. Goode School Finale was May 10

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Making Your Will:  Easy as ABC! 
 
Are you one of the 70% of Americans who do not have a 
will? A lot of people find it easy to delay the will making 
process. We procrastinate because we think estate plan-
ning is hard. But really, it is not all that difficult.  In fact, creating a will 
can be as simple as ABC: 

Assets.  Begin by making an inventory of all your assets:  Insurance, 
retirement, bank, and brokerage accounts, real estate, vehicles, artwork, 
jewelry—everything you own. Once you have the list, estimate the 
value of your assets and then deduct any debts or mortgages you may 
have. This will give you a rough idea of the total value of your estate. 
Having this information well organized can save both time and money 
when the will is actually written. 

Beneficiaries.  Whom do you want to receive your assets, and in what 
amounts? First, consider family needs and obligations. Then think about 
the charitable organizations that are important to you, and how a be-
quest could benefit them while creating a lasting legacy for you. 

Confidants.  Choose trustworthy individuals to provide legal and other 
professional assistance, as well as a personal representative to help set-
tle your estate. You also may need to select one or more trustees and 
guardians for any minor children. 

Once you have listed and valued your assets, selected the beneficiaries 
for your estate, and chosen the key persons to assist you now and after 
your death, it is time to act! Contact an estate-planning attorney right 
away and move forward. 

If you need help finding a good attorney, ask your friends for sugges-
tions or contact the trust department of your bank for a referral. Inquire 
until you find someone with whom you feel comfortable.  While creat-
ing a will is not difficult, it does take some time. But the end result—a 
deep sense of satisfaction and peace of mind—is well worth it.
